Dear Parents and Carers, 

 

Next Friday, Semester One Reports will be sent home with the students. If 

your child is away on the day, the report will be mailed home to you. The 

reports are written to the parents, so the expectation is that the report is 

taken home unopened. We will remind the students of this on Friday. The 

report provides an opportunity for the teacher to inform parents about 

the progress of each student in academic areas covered this semester. 

They also cover important social skills and work habits.   

Reports are an important part of communication between the school 

and home, providing a snapshot of effort and achievements, often with 

suggestions in the areas of challenge. It is best for you as parents to read 

the report and share with your child the successes they have achieved, 

and then to discuss any growth goals they might work towards in the   

second half of the year. For students in Years 5 and 6, parents may like to 

allow the children to read their own report and then to discuss where the 

successes have been and what might be an area they can work on, and 

how, as they continue the year. For all students, a focus on effort, and 

persistence when faced with challenges, develops a growth mindset. 

Praise the process of learning! 

The report forms only part of the conversation between school and home. 

Three-Way Learning Conversations will be held in Week 2 next term,      

allowing parents, the child and teacher to discuss areas that the students 

are showing growth in, areas of challenge and devising goals for           

Semester 2. It is important that parents take this opportunity to meet with   

teachers to build that ‘shared responsibility’ approach to educating the 

children. As with last year, the school will be using the online booking    

system, School Interviews for the 3-Way Learning Conversations. Details for 

making bookings will be sent home with the report next Friday.
